Youth Protection for New Leaders

To take Youth Protection on-line please follow these quidelines.

If you are a new leader and have not yet registered with BSA:

1. Go to myscouting.org

2. Create a new user account

3. Choose a user name

4. Check the box that says I AM NOT A MEMBER

5. On next page enter all required information – Name, address, etc

6. On next page select a security question

7. Wait for the confirmation e-mail (only a few minutes)

8. Open e-mail and follow directions to password page

9. Create password and hit enter

10. Sign-in using your recently created username and password

11. Click link on left for E-learning

12. Under Basic Training go to Youth Protection Training

13. Take Youth Protection Training and then print the certificate

14. Submit the Youth Protection Certificate with your BSA adult application

If you are already registered with BSA as an adult leader but do not have a myscouting account:

1.  Go to myscouting.org

2.  Create a new user account

3. Choose a user name

4. Check the box that says I AM A MEMBER

5. You will be asked for your member ID.  You need this to continue.

6. If asked, enter your information exactly as it appears on your registration ID card – Name, address, etc

7. On next page select a security question

8. Wait for the confirmation e-mail (only a few minutes)

9. Open e-mail and follow directions to password page

10. Create password and hit enter

11. Sign-in using your recently created username and password

12. Click link on left for E-learning

13. Under Basic Training go to Youth Protection Training

14. Take Youth Protection Training and then print the certificate

15. Submit a copy of the Youth Protection Certificate to the council office.

If you already have a myscouting account then go to myscouting.org, sign in, go to e-learning and take Youth Protection on line.  When complete print the certificate and send a copy to the council office.
